Following Christ is a daily deal.  Please take some time each day this week to think through 
these questions and ideas:

o Monday.  Have you embraced Jesus as the King—submitted to Him for direction, 
guidance, and control?

o Tuesday.  Are you open to being used by God today?  Do you expect to be used by God 
today?

o Wednesday.  Are your “glory days” of being used by God and depending fully on him 
long ago?  Do you find yourself talking about “what God used to do” through you? 

 
 

o Thursday.  What could you do to be more fully used by God the Holy Spirit in helping 
others embrace Jesus?  Do you experience Jesus as a winsome Person and do you portray 
Jesus as a winsome Person? 

 
 

o Friday.  What could you do to be more fully used by God the Holy Spirit in helping 
advance the rule of God in your areas of influence?   Are the characteristics of the 
Kingdom of God, as spelled out in Isaiah 9:7, evident in your life?
