o Thursday:  What do you think are your five most core responsibilities before God?  How 
are you doing on them?  What do you need to do differently? 

 
 

o Friday:  What are the one or two “besetting sins” or “chronic failures” that you have 
given up on and need God’s help with?  What are you going to do, in light of your many 
resources, to address these?
