Keep Serving Others

Numbers 14:11-19
Listen! Can you think of anything easier than writing people off?

Reality: There is a major problem with writing people off!

Major Idea: Interceding for those who have not earned it...brings great glory to God.

The Anatomy of an Intercession:
First, the people rejected their God despite the signs they had seen Him do. (vv 11, 12)

Despite His mighty works for them the people_reject their God. (v 11)

God, in exasperation, decides to wipe them out and start over with Moses. (v 12)

Second, Moses intercedes for the undeserving people by pleading God’s reputation. (vv 13-19)

Moses reminds God that His own glory will be tainted and His power will be doubted if
He wipes them out. (vv 13-16)

Moses begs God to show lovingkindness and pardon the sin of the people. (vv 17-19)
