What do we do with truth?

Listen! Not your average trip to the mall!
e The truth: You and I are really rich and very blessed and know God’s truth.

e The question: Why? ...for personal pleasure? ...for personal security? ...for personal
experiences? ...for personal pride? ...for personal power? ...for personal possessions?

Psalm 67 answers the question: “Why are we really rich, very blessed, and given truth?”

e Weare rich and blessed and know the truth:

e So (interim result) God’s salvation will be known everywhere.

e So (ultimate result) God will be praised—receive glory—everywhere.

e And so (concomitant result) the people of the earth will be glad and sing for joy.

The New Testament Parallel:

e 1 Peter 2:9, 10:

The Core Truth: I am really rich and very blessed and know the truth...so that salvation will be
known among all peoples—so that God will get glory—and so that the peoples of the earth will
be glad.

Key Question: How much of my wealth should I be using for personal lifestyle expenses and
how much should I be using for Psalm 67 purposes? Answer: Ask God.

of Psalm 67?

e Saturday: Which one(s) of the next step possibilities under Wednesday will you commit
to do? When will you start? Who will you tell?

Bonus Question at no additional charge: Write a paragraph or eight about the initial joy and
gladness you experienced when God rescued you. (Please end the piece with: “God, for this I
